BUILDING A THRIVING COMMUNITY
Strength of Place Initiative:  With housing prices climbing in Delridge, many 
of the low income families here are moving south in search of affordable 
rents.  So to continue to serve families in need, DNDA is moving with them!

 

Through a unique effort called Strength of Place Initiative (SOPI), DNDA will 
partner with the White Center Community Development Association 
to develop affordable housing in downtown White Center.  The SOPI vision is 
to maintain White Center as a haven for the economically and ethnically 
diverse population that have historically lived there, but are in danger of 
being displaced by gentrification.  Through SOPI, with the support of the 
Annie E. Casey Foundation, DNDA will acquire sites for affordable housing, as 
well as affordable space for small businesses, then develop them over time.  
SOPI will make sure that affordable housing development can keep pace with 
market rate development and low income familes can continue to have a 
place in White Center as it grows.   

 

Partnering strategically:  We have partnered with Neighborhood House on the 
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development of a new community center in High Point that incorporates 
community and environmental ideals.  

Freedom Church is building the vision for "The Village of Hope," a collection of 
housing, community facilities and a church located at 35th and Roxbury.  

 

Residents & Technology:  The Wilderness Technology Alliance donated 11 
computers to DNDA residents, who have student(s) living in the household.  
They also received a Free 2-hour computer training class.  
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
